When the day of Pentecost had come, the disciples were all together in one place. And suddenly
from heaven there came a sound like the rush of a violent wind, and it filled the entire house where
they were sitting.

We do not presume to
understand what all the strange visions of Revelation mean, but we do think that so much of the imagery in
the last book of the Bible comes from the book of Daniel. He was a dream interpreter, and he needed his
dreams interpreted. He was a king, and also a prisoner and enslaved person. He was living in exile far from
the God of his ancestors, yet God was with him in a way their religion really hadn't yet developed language
for...

We don't know what Revelation 'means,' but some of what it may mean to us will come from reflecting on
Daniel.
