Large families are divided; you can
sign up for part or team up with another parishioner for a whole family. The special collection is used to buy
nice lasting gifts for the remaining children and books for all. This requires a lot of money, so please be
generous.

The books will have been assigned on Saturday, December 7 at a work party to sort books in the parish hall
from 9 am to 4 pm, organized by Connie Kurz and Laura Snow. (We’ll wrap gifts at church on December 15).

Used bicycles in any shape are also welcome. Take to Vélocity Bicycle Cooperative (velocitycoop.org/donate-
stuff/), 2111 Mt Vernon Avenue, Tuesday — Saturdays from 10 am — 4 pm church any time. Vélocity provides
beautifully refurbished bikes for many of the children on our list (last year 70 bikes).
