The Holy Gospel: Matthew 1:18-25  

 The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ, according to Matthew 
People: Glory be to thee, O Lord.  
 
Now the birth of Jesus the Messiah took place in this way. When his mother Mary had been engaged 
to Joseph, but before they lived together, she was found to be with child from the Holy Spirit. Her 
husband Joseph, being a righteous man and unwilling to expose her to public disgrace, planned to 
dismiss her quietly. But just when he had resolved to do this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him 
in a dream and said, “Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary as your wife, for the child 
conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will bear a son, and you are to name him Jesus, for he 
will save his people from their sins.” All this took place to fulfill what had been spoken by the Lord 
through the prophet: 

 “Look, the virgin shall conceive and bear a son,

which means, “God is with us.” When Joseph awoke from sleep, he did as the angel of the Lord 
commanded him; he took her as his wife, but had no marital relations with her until she had borne a 
son; and he named him Jesus.

Creation Care Tips:  Is Your Wrapping Paper Recyclable?  
 
Be mindful of our planet this holiday season and choose gift wrap that can be recycled or is made from recycled 
content.  A lot of gift wrap isn’t recyclable because of the coating on the paper, which is often shiny and 
laminated.  You can also reduce holiday waste by using decorative boxes that do not require wrapping and that 
can be recycled.    
 
The Environmental Protection Agency encourages consumers to reuse gift bags and tissue wrapping paper, and 
not discard them after a single use.  While tissue wrapping paper is not recyclable, it is compostable as long as it 
is plain and free of glitter or metallic foil. 
 
If you find yourself accumulating more tissue wrapping paper than you need or can store, here are some
