SUSTAINABILITY TIP:  What to do with plastic bags?  
 
During the pandemic in 2021, Immanuel collected 500 pounds of plastic bags which TREX turned into a 
lovely bench for our garden. Subsequently, Virginia enacted a plastic bag tax to help reduce plastic pollution 
and single-use bags which has continued to keep nearly 4 million bags out of our waterways, parks, and 
bellies of local wildlife. 
  
If those pesky plastic bags still show up at home, remember you can take them to 
any location of Giant, Safeway, Wegmans, and Harris Teeter. The collection 
bins are usually near the entrance. 
 
Then, take the next step and invest in a few reusable bags that you can leave in 
your car or other convenient location reminding you to use reusable bags and to 
refuse the single-use plastic bags.
